Chief would like to have a full time Dispatcher added as well. His intent is to be able to £l that
position eventually.

Some funding is available through the Portage County Revolving Loan fund. There is going to
be a meeting on September 21.

NEW OR OTHER BUSINESS:

The Reservoir Rehabilitation Project is going to increase by $63,000 by changing the plans from
a new lid to a tower.
